Course Description:  
This course is designed to assist students to improve their math study skill so they can develop appropriate study strategies for math classes. various techniques will be explored including: developing a math textbook study system, math textbook annotating, math lecture note taking, listening, math problem solving strategies, test preparation, test

taking strategies, relating learning preference to math, an effective memory technique. Time management at test time and identifying available campus resources for math will be also presented. 

Course Objectives:  
When a student completes the class will be able to identify available math sources, demonstrate a math textbook study system, design a math test preparation plan in case study, demonstrate note taking skills for math lecture, identify memory techniques for math classes, demonstrate appropriate approaches to problem solving for word problems using personal math learning preferences. 

Methods of Instruction:  
Will be in a mediated learning environment, combining traditional lecture type class with computer assisted instruction, videotapes, audiotapes, collaborative learning in small groups. 

Student Evaluation:  
Students will have a midterm (multiple choice and essay type questions) and a final exam. They need to turn in homework and a math notebook and to design a math strategy project during the course. 

Grading Policy:  
Students will receive pass or fail grades. To pass the class students need to accumulate 200 points:10 points for homework, 20 points for notebook, 20 points for study strategy project, 50 points for midterm, and 50 points for final exam.
