ESL has a couple special twists and we want to be sure that all the nuances are understood so that we can correct and report ESL progress. It is important that the recoding process involve ESL discipline faculty experts from numerous levels, but we are also recommending that the CIO and the person that inputs the coding into your MIS system should attend. It is also beneficial if the researcher is part of this process in order to create a better understanding of the useful applications of these metrics at the local level and use of the coding element in the ARCC basic skills supplemental report.
In preparation for the upcoming webinar, please create a spreadsheet of your  current Credit and Noncredit  ESL courses that includes the college’s current CB04 (degree-applicability), CB 05 (transferability),CB 08 (basic skills status), CB 21(course level prior to English 1A)  and CB 22 (noncredit classification if a noncredit course) data assigned to those courses. You should speak to the person who submits you master course file data indicating the course coding information to the Chancellor’s office to get this spreadsheet.
