CB21 Frequently Asked Questions on Math
Math 1.
In considering the new graduation requirements for math we have looked at our math sequence. We would like to consider algebra as a basic skills course (two levels below transfer). Is that okay even though title 5 says we can include algebra as degree-applicable? 

Yes, you may code Algebra as either degree-applicable or nondegree-applicable basic skills. In either case, Algebra is not transferable and the CB 21 coding does not change. Here’s an example of how a sequence of courses leading to transfer might be coded.

Math 2. 
We have Algebra A and Algebra B in a two semester series. Combined, the two courses cover the materials in a single semester Algebra course that we also offer. Do we code these as the same or different levels?

Using the rubrics, code the courses according to the skill levels.  Most often the courses that are split into two semesters to allow students to progress at a slower pace are on the same CB 21 level. This would mean that most likely all three courses, the single semester course and the two split courses, should be coded CB21 = B.
Math 3. 
The copy of the instructions we have for coding have Math CB 21 Levels A, B, C and Y. What happened to D?

There was an error in some of the older copies of the rubrics. Math should have levels  A, B, C, and D for credit and A-E for  noncredit.
